Please understand that this is a driving school, not a racing school. We do NOT promote nor do we allow drivers timing their laps or recording top speeds.  Anyone violating these rules will lose their driving privileges for the weekend!
There is a separate Club Racing School (CRS) that will occur on Friday.  Students at the CRS will need special permission to attend from the Chief Instructor.
Drivers Experience Program
On Saturday and Sunday we have a Drivers Experience Program (DEP) which allows individuals to ride with our instructors or other experienced drivers on the

track at speed. For the fee of $35, DEP registrants are also allowed to participate for one day in the Drivers Meeting, the classroom sessions, discussion with instructors and students, and enjoy the ambiance and sensation of the event. 
Registrants of the DE Program must also sign a Waiver of Liability form before riding on the track.

Personal photographs
We are planning for a professional photographer to be on-site taking pictures of YOUR car on the track. These pictures will be available on Sunday at a very affordable price.

Cancellation Policy
Registration fees will be refunded 100% if a cancellation is made 7 days or more before a school.  
Cancellations within 7 days of the school will be refunded at 50%.
Cancellations within 2 days of the school will receive no refund.

Our intent is not to penalize students who must cancel their registration, but we have fixed costs with these schools and students who cancel very close to the time a school is held cannot be replaced with another student.  It’s a financial decision.
Mandatory requirements that must be completed PRIOR to arrival at the track
· Read the entire student packet.

· A Pre-Event Technical Inspection is required.  Local drivers can arrange for an inspection with one of sponsoring shops.  Check out the HOME page of the BMW Club website (www.stlbmwcca.org) for locations.  Bring a copy of the Pre-Event Technical Inspection form with you to your inspection.  Inspection information and dates will be listed on our online registration site.
· If your car doesn’t pass the inspection, you must have it repaired and be able to provide evidence of the repair.

· Complete the Medical Information form.

· Sign and date the Helmet Acknowledgment and Release.

· If you currently are not a member of the BMW CCA, go to http://www.bmwcca.org to apply for membership. You do not have to be a member of the club to participate in a Driving Event.
· Review and familiarize yourself with the Written Drivers Meeting information.

· Prepare for an intense, demanding weekend requiring strict attendance and mental alertness.

Options for Registration
Registration opens on Saturday morning at 7:00 am. You must attend the morning Driver’s Meeting each day. Missing that meeting may mean you sacrifice track time!
